	Creating Texts



	Can hold a pencil and use it effectively.
Knows print has meaning and that in English it is read from left to right and top to bottom.
Writes labels and attempts other simple forms of writing – may be random or controlled scribbling.
Can imitate adult’s writing and understand the purpose of writing.
Can ascribe meaning to own mark making (‘reads’ what has been ‘written’)
Will attempt to ‘write’ things down, including own name, using random letters.
Can write single letters or groups of letters which represent meaning.
Will write own name but often with wrong letter formation or mixed lower/upper case.

	Can recognise own first and second name.
