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Know the purpose of texts/genres in their life and identify when to use them

Access a word back/use a dictionary to check spelling 
Use a thesaurus to employ sophisticated vocabulary
Make use of topic specific vocabulary
Spell all common/familiar words correctly 
Use known spelling strategies to spell less familiar words

Begin to convey point of view in detail
Use terms and phrases that are specific to the topic
Adopt a style and begin to adopt a tone which takes account of the need to convince the reader of the writer’s view
Use persuasive vocabulary and expressions
Include relevant information that is organised in a logical order 
Make use of lettering, graphics, and other features such as bullet points, underlining, italics and bold texts in ways that persuade the reader
Include supporting detail to clarify and develop the points made e.g. photographs, diagrams, titles and graphs. 
Include a suitable introduction, conclusion/closing statement.

Identify writing genres within which they can discuss experiences, express feelings and opinions, and give examples
Use language to establish a context/set of circumstances
Describe the feelings or views which a context/set of circumstances provoke
Use vocabulary and expressions to engage the reader’s emotions 
Have overall shape, structure and coherence appropriate to the task such as suitable introduction and conclusion. 

Identify writing genres and their individual key features for narrative/imaginative texts
Use language and detail to create an accurate description of setting/scene, atmosphere, characters and events
Adopt the key features of storytelling to entertain the reader and their interest such as descriptive detail and exciting vocabulary
Adopt the key features of poetry writing to communicate ideas or sentiments such as grouping of words, expressions, images and sound
Have overall shape, structure and coherence appropriate to the task such as stories have a ‘turning-point’ or climax and is rounded off in a suitable way.
